 Anti-Semitism is more than a human rights con-
cern. Itôs viewed as a form of sacrilege and blasphe-
my against Godôs chosen people.  
 

 As a community, we must speak out to condemn 
inflammatory messages and actions that serve only 
to divide, stigmatize, and incite prejudice. Rather, as 
members of diverse faith and ethnic communities 
throughout the region, we must stand up for one  
another and improve the quality of life for everyone.
