Rite of Penance

Priest: Welcomes the penitent.

Penitent: In the name of the Father, and of the Son, and the Holy Spirit. Amen (make
the sign of the Cross).

Priest: Invites the penitent to have trust in God. The priest or penitent may read a text of
Holy Scripture.

Penitent: Bless me Father, it has been (how long) since my last confession.

These are my sins:
Tell the priest your sins with honesty and sorrow, and also tell the priest a little
about yourself. The priest will listen to you and guide you.

Penitent: I am sorry for these and all my sins.
The priest will give you a penance to help make up for your sins and to change
your heart.

Penitent: Act of Contrition
