From Father:

As we journey deeper into Lent, it’s im-
portant to pause and reflect on what our sacri-
fices truly mean. Often, we associate Lent 
simply with giving something up—perhaps 
sweets, coffee, social media, or another com-
fort. While these sacrifices have value, Lent in-
vites us to a deeper understanding. Sacrifice 
isn’t just about abstaining; it’s about making 
space for Christ.

When we willingly embrace sacrifice, we cre-
ate room for God to speak, to move within our 
hearts, and to transform us. Sacrifice, rightly 
understood, isn’t merely a deprivation but a 
doorway to greater spiritual freedom. It reminds 
us that we rely on God’s grace more than 
worldly comforts.

This Sunday’s Gospel, the Transfiguration, 
beautifully highlights the hidden glory revealed 
when we commit ourselves fully to God. Peter, 
James, and John saw Christ in His glory only 
after ascending the mountain—after the sacri-
fice and effort of the climb. Our own sacrifices 
during Lent mirror this journey. They help us 
climb higher spiritually, opening our eyes to see 
Christ more clearly.

Let us remember that each small sacrifice—
whether time spent in prayer, charitable acts, 
fasting, or kindness toward someone in need—
can carry profound spiritual significance when 
done with love and intentionality.

This Lent, embrace your sacrifice not as an 
obligation but as an offering of love to God. Al-
low it to lead you closer to Christ, who sacrific-
es all for us.
