Rite of Penance

Priest: Welcomes the penitent.

Penitent: In the name of the Father, and of the Son, and of the Holy Spirit. Amen (make the sign of
the Cross).

Priest: Invites the penitent to have trust in God. The priest or penitent may read a text of Holy Scripture.

Penitent: Bless me Father; it has been (how long) since my last confession. These are my sins:

Tell the priest your sins with honesty and sorrow, and also tell the priest a little about yourself.
The priest will listen to you and guide you.
Penitent: I am sorry for these and all my sins.
The priest will give you a penance to help make up for your sins and to change your heart.
Penitent: Act of Contrition

Penitent: At the end of the Absolution say Amen (make the sign of the cross).
Priest: Give thanks to the Lord, for he is good.

Penitent: His mercy endures forever.

Priest: Dismisses the penitent in peace.

Mysteries of the Rosary

Joyful: The Annunciation, the Visitation, the Birth of Our Lord, the Presentation in the Temple, and the finding
of Our Lord in the Temple.

Sorrowful: The Agony in the Garden, the Scourging at the Pillar, the Crowning with Thorns, the Carrying of
the Cross, and the Crucifixion and Death of Our Lord.

Glorious: The Resurrection of Our Lord, the Ascension of Our Lord into Heaven, the Descent of the Holy
Spirit upon the Apostles, the Assumption Of Our Blessed Mother into Heaven, and the Coronation of Our
Blessed Mother in Heaven

Luminous: The Baptism of Our Lord in the Jordon River, the Wedding at Cana, the Proclamation of the
Kingdom, the Transfiguration of Our Lord, and the Institution of the Eucharist.
